In response, the priests and faithful of the diocese have established multiple pilgrimage centers where the
Jubilee can be lived out among those who benefit from their ministry of consolation.

Your donation to the Society of St. Peter the Apostle helps ensure that vocations to the priesthood and religious
life in communities like Loikaw can be lived out. But that is not all! SPA is also one of the four mission societies
of the Pontifical Mission Societies (PMS).
